Creativity — Your website
project should show your
independence in learning and
idea making.

'You may have had a good
idea but you did not use your
own ideas creatively. There
are discrepancies in the topic
formulation.

Some creativity is shown, but|
lyou were brief in
development, implementing
your idea, and not planning it
out.

'You show a very creative
idea for a topic, you needed
to focus on topic. You either
went to broad and could not
cover the topic completely or
to narrow and not enough.

The topic is well thought out,
creative and innovative.
Shows clearly that you
designed this with your own
ideas and were resourceful.

IDesign — Does your website
show a visually appealing
look? Are the colors and text
complimentary and easy to
read? Does the layout have a
logical flow so the viewer
knows where to go to and
return?

Your page text and graphics
are hard to read. The colors
imake it hard to read the text
and pictures or graphics. The
page loads very slowly,
which may discourage the
user from visiting the site.

The page design is readable
but the text varies too much
in font style and the graphics
lare cluttered and not clear.
Missing some clarity of
defining or relating to your
project. The page still loads
slowly.

The design relates well to the
topic, uses appealing colors
and is easy to read. Labeling
is good and easy to
understand. Still needs some
clarity of defining or relating
to your topic.

The design is well thought
out, easy to follow, and
defines the purpose of the
website topic. Excellent
choice of fonts and colors,
without clutter of text and
lgraphics. Your page loads
quickly.

[Excellent understanding of
the content and how it was
created.

Oral Presentation — How
iyou Communicate effectively|
with the audience and the
judges.

'You struggled in the
presentation, with poor voice
projection, no eye contact
with the audience, and no
introduction. Communication
of your idea was broken and
hard to follow.

'You are too slow or too fast
in your delivery.
ICommunication of your idea
was broken and hard to
follow. Your voice projection
was low with several
imispronounced words, and
“‘um’s” between statements.
Made infrequent eye contact.
[You forgot to introduce
ourself and the project.

'Your delivery was clear.
Communication of ideas was
good. Your voice projection
was adequate with very few
mispronounced words, and
“um’s” between statements.
Made good eye contact. You
introduced yourself and the
project.

'You were energetic, relaxed,
and enthusiastic, with a clear
delivery. Well-rehearsed.
Your voice, eye contact and
pacing held the attention of
audience.
